PhD, FAAN, ANEF  RN, 

Dr. Pamela V. Hammond is a tenured professor and university 

administrator who has been in education for more than 30 years. She 

holds a BS in nursing from Tuskegee University, a MS in maternal-

child nursing from the University of MarylandðBaltimore, and a 

PhD in Urban Services in Educational Leadership from Old 

Dominion University.  

 

After beginning her career at Hampton University in 1979 in the 

School of Nursing, Dr. Hammond ascended the faculty ranks from 

instructor to tenured full professor. While in the School of Nursing, 

she also served as a research associate, chairperson, assistant dean, 

and dean. In 2009, Dr. Hammond was appointed to serve as the 

university provost.  

 

As dean, she increased the School of Nursing enrollment by 60% and 

assumed major responsibilities for research, development, and 

grantsmanship activities that directly impacted faculty productivity. 

She was also directly involved in securing over $12 million for the 

School of Nursing. Further, she implemented the first PhD program 

in nursing at a historically Black college or university. This program 

has received national attention and was funded through awards from 

the U.S. Department of Health and Human Services, W.K. Kellogg Foundation, and Delta Sigma Theta Sorority, 

Inc. 

 

Governors Wilder and Allen appointed Dr. Hammond to the Virginia Board of Nursing, where she served as its 

president, and as chair of the Committee of the Joint Boards of Nursing and Medicine. In 2001, Governor 

Gilmore appointed Dr. Hammond to the Advisory Council on the Future of Nursing in Virginia based on her 

record and expertise. She served as vice chairperson, having been reappointed by Governors Warner and Kaine. 

In 2004, Dr. Hammond was appointed by the U.S. Secretary of Health and Human Services, Tommy Thompson, 

to membership on the National Advisory Council on Minority Health and Health Disparities.  

 

The recipient of numerous awards, Dr. Hammond has been inducted into the elite American Academy of Nursing 

and the National League for Nursingôs Academy of Nursing Education. She is frequently asked to speak on a 

variety of topics, including education and administration; serves on several boards; and is an active member of 

numerous professional organizations. Dr. Hammond is also the author of several book chapters and articles. She 

has served as a consultant to nurse educators in the U.S. and also collaborated with nurse educators from Spain, 

China, Japan, Australia, and several countries in Africa. 

 

Dr. Hammond accepted the position of provost with great enthusiasm, believing that the combination of her 

unique professional, academic, and career experiences have prepared her to assume this role. Through all of her 

accomplishments, she has remained single-minded in her desire to keep the education and well-being of students, 

as well as the health and welfare of underserved, abused, and neglected individuals, as her highest priority. 

 

She is married to Gary J. Hammond and has two children, son Jason Wilson (Camille) and daughter Alexis Shea, 

and three grandchildren, Aaron Cade, Kai Jason, and Simone Alexis.

The School of Nursing is an integral unit of Hampton University and shares its goals and ideals 

of excellence in the teaching-living-learning process. Nursing education at Hampton University 

began with the Hampton Training School for Nurses in 1891. At the turn of the century, 

Hampton Normal and Agricultural Institute and Dixie Hospital (now Sentara CarePlex) 

partnered to offer premier nursing education and health care for Peninsula residents. Since 

1944, the nursing faculty at Hampton University has provided high-quality professional nursing 

education at the bachelor of science degree level. This undergraduate program has the 

distinction of being the oldest baccalaureate nursing program in the Commonwealth. In 1976, 

Hampton University instituted a master of science degree program in nursing, making Hampton 

the first historically black college and university (HBCU) to offer a master's degree in nursing. 

In 1999, the School of Nursing achieved another distinction when Hampton University 

instituted a PhD nursing program, the first at a HBCU. The School of Nursing operates a 

mobile unit as a Nursing Center to serve as a practice arena. The Center for Minority Family 

Health serves as the research arm of the School of Nursing. The School of Nursing is approved 

by the Virginia Board of Nursing and is fully accredited by the National League for Nursing 

Accrediting Commission and the Commission on Collegiate Nursing Education.

Each new graduate is eligible to receive the  
Hampton University School of Nursing pin, 
which symbolizes the transition from student to nurse. 

The School of Nursingôs pin is a representation of the middle of 

the Hampton University seal. The official seal was accepted in 

1875 and only the name has changed as Hampton has evolved 

from the Hampton Normal and Agricultural Institute to Hampton 

Institute to Hampton University. 

 

The symbols on the seal and the pin are a plow and sheaths of 

grain; books of knowledge surmounted by a globe of the world; a 

bible stand; and, an old-fashioned printing press. The sunrise 

over Hampton Creek symbolizes the rise of educational 

opportunities, and the boat on the water symbolizes the principal 

medium of transportation to Hampton during its early history.
